Membership Policy


A member is in good standing when the following two fees have been paid in full.

Registration Fee

a. This fee is typically collected in early February so that registration can be completed by our re-charter date of March 1.  

b. This fee includes registration with Boy Scouts of America and a subscription to the Boy’s Life magazine.

c. When a family has more than one son in either Boy or Cub Scouts, the fee can be adjusted to eliminate duplicate Boy’s Life subscriptions.  The adjustment is made to the fee associated with the younger boys in the family.  

Program Fee

a. The program fee funds the troop’s program.  Some typical expense are items such as campout expenses, badges, camping supplies, Court of Honor expenses, reduced fees for Junior Leadership training and other miscellaneous expenses related to the troop. 

b. The program fee is computed based on the troop’s forecasted expenses divided by the number of scouts in the troop. 

c. The program fee is recalculated each year and approved by the Troop Committee.   

d. There are two options of paying or earning the yearly program fee.

· Participating in the troop’s fundraising event.  The number of fundraising units to be sold is computed as the program fee divided by the unit profit from the fundraising. 

· Writing a check for the full amount of the program fee.  Due date of the payment is the same as the end date of the fund raising event.

e. The program fee for the year is reduced by 50% for those who join the troop from Cub Scouts in that same year. 

Special Provisions

a. Scouts who participate in the fund raising event can earn credits towards that year’s summer camp or adventure camp fees.  The credit will be earned on each unit sold in excess of the units sold to earn the program fee.  The credit per unit will be the same as the troop’s profit per unit. Total credit earned cannot exceed the summer or adventure camp fee. 

b. Payment of the program fee is optional for scouts who earn the rank of Eagle.  The Eagle must be earned prior to the start date of the fundraising event. 

A member in good standing is allowed to participate in all troop and National BSA activities.  The following is a representative (non-inclusive) list of those activities. 

· Rank advancement

· Participation in Troop campouts and activities

· Participation in Troop summer camp

· Participation in BSA High Adventure camps

· Eagle project approval

· Eagle application signatures

Membership in the Troop does not satisfy the participation requirements for rank advancement.  

This policy is effective as of January 1, 2008
