1.)

If a Scout continues to create problems, the Scout will not be allowed to remain in the Troop.

The following behavior on the part of a Scout is considered unacceptable:

Harassment of other Troop members

Bringing to Scout activities any type of hazardous devices or substances such as fireworks, weapons, flammable, incendiaries, or the like.

Failing to observe Quiet Time (10pm unless changed by the Scoutmaster or other Adult Leader.)

g.)
Failing to obey instructions from any Adult Leader.

h.)
Refusing to participate in Scout Activities.

i.)
Any activity that might cause personal injury to the Scout or others or damage to other's property.

Actions which detract from the Aims of Scouting or are inconsistent with 

                      the Scout Oath and Scout Law.
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
